1. ALL EVENTS MUST PORTRAY THE REALITY OF DOMESTIC, SEXUAL AND/OR TEEN DATING VIOLENCE AND THE EFFECTS OF THAT VIOLENCE ON VICTIMS, BYSTANDERS AND OR THE COMMUNITY. BYSTANDER IS DEFINED AS FAMILY MEMBERS, FRIENDS, CO-WORKERS, FELLOW STUDENTS, TEACHERS OR ANYONE WHO IS A WITNESS TO THE VIOLENCE.

2. Each event will be evaluated by a performance judge and a content judge who will evaluate conformance to domestic/sexual violence themes.

3. To be registered, multi-entrant forms must be received together as a package.

4. The introduction for each event must include only the entrant’s name(s), and:

a. For drama one act and film, the title of the selection and whether it is from a published piece or an original.

b. For spoken word, the title and the name of the author if it is not the participant.

c. For dance, the title, music used (title and composer), the name of the choreographer.

d. For playwriting, the title and the name of the author(s)

e. For visuals arts, the title

5. If your piece contains material that may offend members of your audience, you are required to asterisk the piece on the registration form and you are required to include in your introduction that your piece contains “material that may possibly offend” and you are required to allow a few, brief moments for audience members, should they choose, to leave.

6. The introduction may not be used to establish mood or define character.  The introduction is not a part of the performance piece.

7. Props are permissible if they are integral or made integral to the scene.

8. Each room will be provided with five chairs and one table. You are limited to the furniture in the room for all events except the one acts.

9. The one acts may bring in their own set pieces, but are responsible for setting up and striking the set pieces within the time allowed and are responsible for removing the set pieces from the site at the end of the day.

10. One Acts must include at least two characters with dialogue.

11. Royalties on music used in any performance piece are the responsibility of the performers or performing company.

12. Dance entries will be limited to 3-6 dancers. Music must be supplied by entrants and be played/operated on equipment provided by entrants.

13. Dance room set up will include a dance friendly floor (hard surface)

14. For One Acts and Dance numbers the dimensions of the performance space are:
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
