Playwriting Rules

1. All rules listed in Individual Events General Rules apply.

2. Plays must be submitted in four copies according to the rules listed below by January 19, 2007.  This allows adequate time for evaluation and critique prior to the Festival. ALL COPIES MUST BE MAILED OR DELIVERED TO AL EMERICK – 100 FESTIVAL PARK AVENUE-JACKSONVILLE, FL. 32202. ALL DELIVERIES MUST BE IN A SEALED ENVELOPE WITH THE SCRIPTS ENCLOSED.

3. Participant will be allowed up to15 minutes to explain/defend the content of the play.

4. The script must be the work of one student or the collaborative work of no more than two students.

5. The text must contain dialogue, and have a minimum of two characters

6. The script submitted must be from 15 pages minimum to a maximum length of 30 pages.

7. Scripts must be typed or word-processed.

8. The script must be comb or spiral bound, with a white or black hard stock cover, and back or bound in a duo-tang folder.

9. The script must be printed on white paper

10. The first page of the script will be the title page, including the title, playwright, and school address.

11. The second page of the script will be the synopsis page, including information relating to the title, playwright, character breakdown (male/female), and a forty to sixty word summary of the play.

12. The third page of the script will be the character page, including an alphabetized list of the characters.

13. The fourth and successive pages of the script will be the text and will include only the actual stage play.

14. Judges may make comments in the margins of the script, and on the evaluation form.
